It is of great distress to our membership to see that the Australian Government proceeded so rapidly to introduce legislation to re-instate off-shore processing. 

Rather than ‘solving the problem’ of boat arrivals, detaining asylum seekers on Nauru and Manus Island is simply a return to the ‘Pacific Solution’. 

When this was operating, the long periods spent in isolated detention facilities destroyed the mental health of some of the world’s most vulnerable people, particularly children.  

We call on the Government to show clearly that you are committing the necessary funds and taking the necessary diplomatic steps to ensure all 22 recommendations of the Expert Panel will be implemented as soon as possible.
